WHAT TO DO WHEN ANIMAL CONTROL COMES KNOCKING

ANTI-DOG ENFORCEMENT - What Every Dog Owner Needs b Know

Dog owners and ethical breeders are increasinghghiargeted. Disgruntled neighbors may retaligi@irast dog
owners and may other reasons drive complaintsaatiedog enforcement action, which many times may b
conducted illegally.

The following text outlines methods of inquiry aedforcement which may be used by local officialatitempts
to enforce ordinances in your community and suggetgchniques of response. These techniques arelent
legal and based upon the rights of citizens asdtay the U.S. Constitution.

No breeder wants to have Animal Control come knagkin the door...but if they do, it will help if y&now
what your options are.

Remember, Animal Control is law enforcement. Theyleound by the same Constitution as any other
government agency. To protect yourself, you nedatw your rights. These vary slightly one jurigaba to
another, but some general principles apply. Oreapplies everywhere: never physically resist dicet

When Animal Control is At Your Door:

1. Do not let them in, no matter how much they @&gkmal Control generally cannot enter your homéaut a
warrant, or your permission. While regular polie&@nter in emergency situations when human lié rssk
(i.e. they hear gunshots and a scream insidek tirerfew, if any, situations in which Animal Cattcan enter
your home without a warrant. Simply tell them timagy not come in.

2. If you let them in, anything they find in "plagight” can be used against you. In some circuros@Animal
Control officers, unable to find a legitimate reaso make an arrest, have reported building orrgpwmiolations.
This may include caging you attached to a wall witha building permit, that extra outlet in the pypoom,
having more pets than allowed by zoning, even ekbencords in violation of fire codes! No mattemholean
your kennel, if they want to find a violation, thesll.

3. Do not talk to them from an open doorway. Stetside a close (and lock if possible) the door beélyiou.
This is necessary because:

A) Anything they see through the open door is '(pkight” and may be the basis for an arrest, doglsle cause
for a search warrant.

B) If they make an arrest or even feel threateheg aire usually permitted to search for weaporysur
immediate area. Do you keep a baseball bat ineeledor for your protection? Even if you don't, etlcey step
inside to look, they are in your home and may cargito search.

C) It is hard not to be intimidated by someonetdtharity. Some animal control is even done by Igudice, who
carry guns. It is easy for them to get "in yourefgacausing you to back up into the home. Oncegmin, it will
be interpreted as an invitation to follow.
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4. If they claim to have a warrant, demand to &de general, a search warrant must be signedjbgige. A
warrant to search your home for dogs does notdschn inventory of your jewelry box. A warrant &asch your
kennel in the garage or in the barn does not ircludearch of your home.

5. In some locations dog owners may have obtaipedial "breeder permits” that stipulate that Anit@ahtrol
has your permission to enter at any time. If youehsigned such a permit they still cannot entemasggour
wishes, since you can revoke the permission atiarey However, if you refuse permission it may adlthem to
cancel your breeder permit, so you have to weiglctinsequences.

6. Warning - anyone in lawful possession of theypses may be able to give permission for a se&elke sure

your roommate, babysitter, dog-sitter, housekeapdrother know that they should not let animal m@nihto
your home or on your property (i.e. backyard, gara&dc.).

How to Handle Questions:

1. Don't answer any questions beyond identifyingrgelf for the officer. Anything you say to theio#r in your
defense cannot be used in court (hearsay). Anyyongsay that is harmful to you will be used in tou
(confessions are not considered hearsay). You ¢tavinpexcept by remaining silent.

2. Be polite but firm. Do not argue, bad-mouth,seythreaten or try to intimidate the officer.

3. Do not lie to an officer, ever. However, it iON a lie to exercise your right to remain silent.

4. Keep your hands in plain sight. People have lsbehby police when common objects, such as aetyalkere
mistaken for a gun.

5. Do not touch the officer in any way. Do not plgdly resist an officer, no matter how unlawfustar her
actions.

6. Don't try to tell your side of the story, it cat help.
7. Do not threaten the officer that you plan te &l complaint for their actions.

8. If the questioning persists, demand to speakléovyer first. Repeat as necessary.

Gathering the Facts
1. Get the name and badge number of each offieehiaed. If he/she does not volunteer this informatiask.
2. Ask the name of the agency they represent. ifiteagencies have different enforcement respditigbi
3. Ask why they are there. Request the factuakhafsine complaint and the identity of the compdain

4. If they have other people with them (Humane &gcipress, etc.) get the names and organizatoored!f
present.

5. Note the names (and addresses) of any witnass$es encounter.

6. If you are physically injured by an officer, ysbould take photographs of the injuries immedyatelit do not
forego proper medical treatment first.
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7. Write down all of the information, as well ag tthate and time of the incident immediately, whidgtails are
fresh in your mind.

8. If you rights are violated, file a complaint Wwithe appropriate body.

If You Are Arrested:

1. Remain silent. Answer no questions until youeheonsulted with a lawyer.

2. Don't "explain" anything. You will have time fexplanations after you have talked to a lawyer.

3. Within a reasonable time they must allow yomiake a phone call to get a lawyer or arrange bhgy are not

allowed to listen to your phone call to your at@ynbut they may "monitor” the rooms for "your grction”. Do
not say anything you do not want them to overhsare that until after you are out on bail.

Telephone Inquiries or Threats

You may receive telephone inquiries concerningntinaber of dogs you own and whether any dogs oripapp
are for sale. Other questions may also be asked.

Your response should be to inquire "Are you intex@sn a puppy?" If the answer is "yes", ask treaspn for
his/lher name, address and phone number. Suggegbthar a responsible breeder will contact thaspe at a
more convenient time for you.

If the answer is friendly and genuinely inquisitivevite the person to look at your puppies.

If the question asked is "What is the price of eaghpy?", simply say that puppies of this typelaaing sold for
between "X" and "Y" dollars. Never say that you seding them.

If the question asked is "Are these your puppige?i'should ask, "Why do you want to know?".

If you conversation indicates that the personsegenting the county clerk’s office or allegedgresenting an
official body, ask the caller for:

-Full name, title and phone number

-Agency's full name and full address

-Their supervisor's full name and phone number

-Nature of the inquiry (what it is about)

-Why the inquiry is being made

-How your name and phone number were obtained

-Ask that all future questions from that agencysbbmitted in writing

Preventative Measures

1. Always keep you kennel clean and take good ahyeur animals.

2. Consider a P.O. Box or other address for businagls and advertisements. Keep descriptionswflgoation
general (i.e. Southern California, rather thanrthme of the city where you live). The internet paovide
anonymity for initial contacts. You can even bujremote prefix" to get a number from a nearby comityu
forwarded to your phone or to a voice mail. Avaxddl newspaper classifieds, they are often mordtore
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3. Screen any potential puppy buyers carefully. &jsvbe alert that they may be Animal Control omef&aimal
Rights working under cover.

4. Don't allow strangers into your home until yavé screened them.

5. Be fair and honest in all of your dealings, &edn good terms with your neighbors. Most aninsatiol
contacts are complaint-driven. Some complaints arge as harassment by people with unrelated groesa
against you. It may be a disgruntled dog buyer aniaaky neighbor who doesn't like you parking onfrof his
house.

6. Anything about you that can be observed in fp&ght" from the street or sidewalk can becoméainty
cause for a warrant. Even areas on your propen ¢ visitors can be dangerous. Be aware of wduiehs of
your home are visible from the outside and plaroadiogly.

7. If you are confronted by Animal Control and ttinem away, assume they will be back. Use the tivadlable
to make sure everything is clean and presentdofeulare over the limit on the number of petsdfinends who
can provide temporary shelter for your dogs.

Whatever you do, stay calm and keep your wits aout

Just say "no", no matter what threats or promisésniency they make.

When in doubt, say nothing and speak to a lawyenaérds.
